Pray: Dear God, Thank You for giving us the
wisdom we need to make good choices and
build our life on a firm foundation. In Jesus’
name, Amen.

Say: I can forgive others because God
forgives me.

Pray: Dear God, Please help us to forgive
others just like You have forgiven us. In Jesus’
name, Amen.

Ask:

Bible Verse: Be kind to one another, tender
hearted, forgiving one another, as God in
Christ forgave you. Ephesians 4:32 ESV

What should we remember the next time
we have the choice to forgive someone?
